utterances. The learners of English must learn to produce and perceive the
prosodic structures in the same or at least similar ways as native English speakers
do. Prosody perception experiments by the Korean learners of English reveal that
the learners whose native language employs different ways to encode the prosodic
information from English can reliably perceive the prosodic features and mark
prosodic phrases and prominences in the similar locations where native English
speakers mark prosodic phrases and prominences. However, this study also show
that the Korean learners tend to rely more on the syntactic information than the
native speakers in prosody perception.
